Old Fashioned Apple Dumplings

Ingredients;


1 Pastry for double crust pie


6 large Granny Smith apples, peeled and cored.


½ cup butter


¾ cup brown sugar


1 teaspoon ground cinnamon


½ teaspoon ground nutmeg


3 cups water


2 cups white sugar


1 teaspoon vanilla extract


Directions:


Roll out pastry and cut into 6 square pieces.  Place an apple on each pastry with the cored opening facing upward. Place 1 piece of butter in the opening of each apple, divide brown sugar between apples and sprinkle cinnamon and nutmeg over each apple.


Bring up the corners of the pastry to cover apples and close dumpling


In a saucepan, combine water, white sugar, vanilla extract and remaining butter, boil for 5 minutes, and pour over dumplings.


Bake at 400 degrees for 50 to 6o minutes, pour remaining sauce on top.

INGREDIENTS:  


1 10 ½ Oz. can Campbell’s Cream of Mushroom Soup


1 ¼ cups water


1 ¼ lbs. boneless chicken breats, cut into 


1 inch pieces


¾ teaspoon ground black pepper


 ½ teaspoon onion powder


 ½ teaspoon poultry seasoning


   1 tablespoon vegetable oil


   1 16 oz package mixed vegetables


   1 cup instant mashed potatoe flakes


   1 cup evaporated milk


    ¼ cup sheddred cheddar cheese


DIRECTIONS: 


Heat oven to 350 degrees


Stir the soup with ¼ cup water in large bowl.


Season the chicken with pepper, onion powder and poultry seasoning 


Heat the vegetable oil in a large skillet


Add the chicken and vegetables to the soup mixture and stir to coat. Spoon the chicken mixture into a 2 quart casserole dish.


Microwave remaining water in bowl and add the potato flakes and stir until absorbed.  Stir in the milk. Spread the potato mixture over the chicken.  Sprinkle with the cheese.


Bake for 45 minutes
